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TODAY AS WE CELEBRATE THE SACRAMENT OF HOLY  
COMMUNION  we will receive the body and blood of our 
Savior.  We receive the forgiveness of our sins and the 
strengthening of our faith.  Since the Lord’s Supper is an 
expression of our common confession of the Christian 
faith, we ask that only those persons who are members of a 
congregation of The Lutheran Church—Missouri Synod 
receive the Sacrament.  Those who would like more infor-
mation about this doctrine or any other teaching of the Lu-
theran Church are asked to speak with one of the pastors. 

HE IS NOT  HERE.  HE IS RISEN!  The gates of the Lord have been opened for His people.  
We are bound to praise God for the glorious resurrection of the Lord.  He is the true 
Passover Lamb who gave Himself to take away our own sin, who by His death has de-
stroyed death and by His rising has brought us to eternal life.  The experience of Baptism 
may be more immediate for those just baptized, but we are all united by Baptism in a 
community of faith.  As Luther has pointed out, the entire life of the church is the acting 
out of Baptism so that day by day new persons may arise to live before God in righteous-
ness and purity forever, and so we may be raised from the death of sin by the life-giving 
Spirit.  Israel’s passage through the sea foreshadowed the destruction of our sin in the 
baptismal font.  As Israel’s enemy was overthrown in the sea, so Satan has been over-
thrown in the font.  On this day “shouts of joy and victory resound in the tents of the 
righteous” (Psalm 118:15).  In Baptism we were chastened, but God did not give us over 
to death.  We have life because of the mighty things done by Christ.  We testify to them 
today and throughout the Great Fifty Days of Easter.
